The RIPE Database Transition Handout

Valid between 23 April 2001 and 15 October 2001

The re-implementation of the RIPE Database software and the transition to Version 3.0 introduces rewritten server and client software, Routing Policy Specification Language and Routing Policy Security System.

The content of the RIPE Database has been translated from RIPE-181 to RPSL: some 

attributes and objects have been changed, and some new have been introduced.

Queries return objects in RPSL format, therefore user query scripts have to be rewritten.

Updates are possible in both formats, until 15th October, although RPSL is recommended. RIPE-181 objects are automatically converted to RPSL, but several restrictions apply (e.g PGP authentication is not possible).
